Even
so, there have been sporadic occurrences/reoccurrences within the
school, i.e., 6 on Monday and 1 today. We continue o encourage you to
check your children’s hair daily and remind them to reframe from sharing
hair items, clothes, cloth toys, etc. that can carry lice.

Additionally, we have been assisted by the Navy Hospital Public Health
Department of Preventive Medicine. According to their findings, the
school personnel is doing what is needed to follow appropriate protocol to
eliminate the lice.

Please note that the students with head lice are not permitted at school
and must be cleared through the nurse's of fice before returning.

Influenza (“flu”) is a contagious disease.

It is caused by the influenza virus, which can be spread by
coughing, sneezing, or nasal secretions.

Anyone can get influenza, but rates of infection are highest
among children. For most people, symptoms last only a few
days. They include:

- fever/chills - sore throat
* cough » headache

- muscle aches - fatigue
* runny or stuffy nose

Other illnesses can have the same symptoms and are often
mistaken for influenza.

Young children, people 65 and older, pregnant women, and
people with certain health conditions — such as heart, lung
or kidney disease, or a weakened immune system — can
get much sicker. Flu can cause high fever and pneumonia,
and make existing medical conditions worse. It can cause
diarrhea and seizures in children. Each year thousands of
people die from influenza and even more require
hospitalization.

By getting flu vaccine you can protect yourself from
influenza and may also avoid spreading influenza to others.

2 Live, attenuated influenza
vaccine - LAIV (nasal spray)

There are two types of influenza vaccine:

1. Live, attenuated influenza vaccine (LAIV) contains live
but attenuated (weakened) influenza virus. It is spraved
into the nostrils.

2. Inactivated (killed) influenza vaccine, the “flu shot,” is
given by injection with a needle. This vaccine is described
in a separate Vaccine Information Statement.

Influenza viruses are always changing, so annual vaccination
isrecommended. Each year scientists try to match the viruses
in the vaccine to those most likely to cause flu that year. Flu
vaccine will not prevent disease from other viruses, including
flu viruses not contained in the vaccine.

It takes up to 2 weeks for protection to develop after the
vaccination. Protection lasts about a year.

LAIV does not contain thimerosal or other preservatives,

( 3 | Who can receive LAIV?

LATV is recommended for healthy people 2 through 49
years of age, who are not pregnant and do not have certain
health conditions (see #4, below).

LAIV is not recommended for everyone. The following
people should get the inactivated vaccine (flu shot) instead:

* Adults 50 years of age and older or children from 6
through 23 months of age. (Children younger than 6
months should not get either influenza vaccine.)

People who have long-term health problems with:

- lungdisease - metabolic disease, such as diabetes
- asthma - anemia, and other blood disorders

breathing or swallowing problems.

Anyone with a weakened immune system.

Anyone in close contact with someone whose immune
system is so weak they require care in a protected
environment (such as a bone marrow transplant unit).
Close contacts of other people with a weakened immune
system {such as those with HIV) may receive LAIV
Healthcare personnel in neonatal intensive care units or
oncology clinics may receive LAIV,

Children or adolescents on long-term aspirin treatment.

Tell your doctor if you have any severe (life-threatening)
allergies, including a severe allergy lo eggs. A severe allergy
to any vaccine component may be a reason not to get the
vaccine. Allergic reactions to influenza vaccine are rare.

Tell your doctor if you ever had a severe reaction after a
dose of influenza vaccine.

Tell your doctor if you ever had Guillain-Barré Syndrome
(a severe paralytic illness, also called GBS). Your doctor
will help you decide whether the vaccine is recommended
for you.

Tips for Parents During the Predeployment Time

Hi, everyone. Deployment is a difficult fime for the whole family. The children face some special issues
when there is a deployed parent. This week T am centering on the first phase: predeployment. Military
Child Education Coalition has a short booklet called "How to prepare our children and Stay Involved in
their education during deployment." To get this information in more detail their website is

First, details about the deployment should be shared with your children. They want to know where the
parent will be. The parent needs to be sure that the child will be OK and be connected to people that
will help them—community groups, church groups, parent groups etc. the child will better adjust when
they know there are still people around who care for them. Be sure the school knows. This is very help-
ful to the teacher knowing what is going on with their students. Do special things with your child before
you leave. This will give them more good memories of the deployed parent. Ask your child to leave some-
thing with you that you can take as a memory of them—drawings, paintings etc. All of these things will
help smooth the adjustment of the parent leaving the home.
